To set up my website, graham Johnson medical media, do the following:

Open the adobe illustrator version of the file, grahamJohnsonBase.ai:

Turn on the layer you want to import as well as the SizeBox layer (teal rectangle)

Export PSD file with nested layers and editable text turned on, but export hidden layers turned off.

Open the file in PSD to clean up layers and to shorten layer names to less than 10 characters.  If layer names are too long, the ImageReady export (automated by GoLive) will create long file names and programs like old explorer won’t be able to view them.  In PSD say yes to update text if asked.  Make sure to delete the fuzzy edge of graphics and images.

Save the file.

Open the GoLive program and open the file of interest.  Best to copy a version of the home page and delete all but the graphic and navigation layers.  Then select the graphx on the graphic layer and push arrow key to get tall cursor to left of graphx.  Then Import>photoshopLayers.  Choose the clean PSD file, and then choose a new folder for the new page named gjNewComp and place it in the Components folder.  Unless a nice image, use gif128 settings as default, best for graphic vectory text.  If portfolio image, JPG medium is much more efficient and higher quality.  Set z depth to be above graphx.  

Use rollover for simple buttons.

Use activity palete for more complicated reveals as in portfolio page.
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
